El Alfabeto Español

There are thiry letters in the Spanish alphabet (el alfabeto)-- four more than in the English alphabet.  The extra letters are ch, ll, and rr (they are considered single letter even though they are two-letter groups)  The ñ is the fourth extra letter.  The letters k and w appear only in words borrowed from other languages.  Other rules:  

H is silent when you pronounce it in a word.  

LL sounds like a Y or a J.  “llamo” = pronounced “Yamo” or “Jamo”

Words that start with Ce, Ci have an S sound.  

Words that start with Ca, Co, Cu have the hard K sound. 

Words that start with Ge, Gi have an (English) H sound 

Words that start with Ga, Go, Gu have the hard G sound, like “go”
